Rationale
The Heh+ class is a 5 point English class designed to assist 

EFL students prepare for the various Bagrut Matriculation Exams.

Emphasis is placed on:

· Learning strategies for text attack and answering questions on Unseens. 

· Learning required writing styles ( opinion, formal letter, job application, editorial) 
· Process writing through drafts

· Practicing Listening Texts and Oral Speech

The course also includes the full Literature Program for 5 pts 
 Which will be taught over two years ( Grade 11, 12).
Students receive an additional tutorial hour weekly.

Method of Assessment and Evaluation
1. In -Class Assignments.  

Each lesson students work on a variety of

Small assignments – vocabulary, grammar, reading comprehension and essay writing during the class following the teaching point.  Every assignment is submitted on that day in the student's personal portfolio.

Essay Writing

Students choose topics connected to texts read.

Students write a first draft and receive one –on- one feedback

from the instructor regarding vocabulary, grammar, content

and organization of the essay.  In the second draft (usually final product) the student edits the work and submits for a final grade.  Common grammatical errors are looked at – individually and for the class as a whole.  
The editing method works on the basis that a corrected error allows the student to unlearn the bad habits or self- regulate the first language interference ( Hebrew ) where syntax, idioms, connectors may differ.

Reading Comprehension for Unseens

Students are taught to activate prior knowledge before accessing the text. Scanning and skimming, pre-reading the questions, catching key words and vocabulary are all techniques practiced for text – attack.  The instructor points out common pitfalls
students encounter in answering the various types of questions: Multiple Choice, Sentence Completion, Graphic Organizer, Justification.

On a weekly basis – students work on Reading Comprehension texts.

Grades 

Grades are earned by keeping up with in-class assignments.
50% class participation and in – class assignments

50% Quizzes and Tests

Students have the opportunity to earn back up to half the points lost by correcting errors. 
· Late work is penalized.

· Students who miss a class and do not keep up with in-class assignments are invited to the tutorial hour.

· Students make use of the extra hour to complete assignments  and receive individual instruction.
Classroom Decorum

· No cellphones

· Students are encouraged to drink juice or water.

During late hour lessons – students are invited and encouraged to bring a light snack to eat.  The latest brain -research on learning indicates that the brain expends energy which can become depleted during classroom study, if proper and frequent hydration and nourishment are not provided.
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
