The Bet 3 English class is comprised of students with special needs.

With this in mind, the lesson includes 
· phonological awareness to help reading skills

·  building oral vocabulary to help speaking
· Learning spelling rules ( see below)

· Developing aural listening skills

· Intensive and extensive reading

· Grammar

1.Phonological Awareness:

Before a reading text is assigned, we look at words that may be difficult to read and pronounce.  The students build a bank of orthographic digraphs which they start to recognize automatically (ai, eigh, ay, ea, ee, ea, tion, cian, ough,).

When executive memory is freed from the arduous task of decoding English it can be used instead to follow and comprehend the text. As vocabulary increases higher level texts can be introduced. 
2. Oral Vocabulary:

Each lesson starts with the oral component. Students are asked how they feel today. (use of present simple) What they did yesterday or over the holidays.
(use of past simple) Using familiar vocabulary and eliciting new vocabulary they begin to overcome anxiety of speaking. 

3. Spelling
A  spelling rule is taught giving examples.  After learning the rule the pupils practice on a worksheet.  The following day they are given a dictation.

Over the course of the year they build up their recognition of spelling. With practice, taught spelling makes reading more accessible and takes the guess work out of writing.  A handout of exceptional words is provided at the beginning of the year to help pupils. 200 commonly misspelled words assists students to feel independent by automatically checking the spelling of such words as because  friend  although  affect  effect  accept  
( see sample lesson attached)
4. Developing Aural Listening skills.  Using topics from the text or topics of relevance to themselves students hear conversations and interviews.  They are then asked to answer questions after listening a second time.  

Some of the topics to date – fashion, nutrition, teenage school worries.

5. Intensive and Extensive Text Reading

     Learning strategies for understanding the main idea; understanding the structure and timelines in text; getting specific information; identifying facts and opinions, using a glossary and dictionary.  

     Unseens – strategies for answering unseens

     Reading short stories. Discussing elements of literature – plot, character, setting, themes, the use of dialogue.

6. Grammar

     Recognizing and using all basic tenses. Present Simple, Present Progressive, Past Simple, Past Progressive, Future, Parts of speech ( nouns, verbs, adjectives, adverbs, pronouns), modals, prepositions.
