Extra Elements:

1. SSR – Sustained Silent Reading. 20 minutes ( per week) of silent reading

students' choice of book.  Genres include adventure, mystery, science fiction,

      romance, youth, classical etc.  Book tasks are assigned once a week. 

     A final oral report is made before the class discussing plot, character, and setting.  Students give a critical response to the book in general.

2. Composition Writing. Students are given topics relevant to their own lives. Using new vocabulary and grammar they are encouraged to write short compositions about themselves.  The writing is developed in stages. A first draft of ideas is written.  Teacher corrects basic grammar and spelling. Student corrects and edits work. Final paper is graded for content, organization, grammar, vocabulary and punctuation.  These elements are taught before each assignment.  Common errors of grammar, vocabulary are discussed in class.

Students learn basic editing symbols and relate to these assignments as "journalist – editor" rather than "student- teacher" based.

New Initiative:

Class Newspaper. 
 Using the tenets of good writing, it was proposed by myself and Anav that we start a class newspaper for the Aleph classes.  The purpose is two – fold. To improve their writing skills of students, while integrating them socially and educationally into the school.  Assignments such as interviews, opinions, surveys , as well as sports, puzzles and other areas of interests would make up the body of the newspaper which would be written and circulated digitally on the "Leyada" website.
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
