Writing: 

This year we will concentrate on the writing of a solid descriptive paragraph (perhaps a short essay if time permits).

The writing will be done process writing whereby the students write various drafts which are corrected and expanded as the process moves along. The process allows the students to assess what they are writing and helps create a relationship with the teacher. The student’s vocabulary will expand as will his/her use of various language techniques.
The writing tasks will be as follows:

2. Create a treasure hunt or trivia game.

3. Design a bus tour.

4. Write a post card or email about your holiday.

5. Find our about an interesting person (mini research project).

6. Do a survey about our planet.

7. Take action to save our planet.

8. Create a picture puzzle.

9. Write a letter giving advice.

We will also be working on access of information and comprehension skills.
Each student will do two book reports during the course of the year.

· The students are to come to class with the textbook, work file and the Oxford English – English – Hebrew Student Dictionary and a note book to all classes. 
· The students are to be in class on time and if they come after the teacher, they will be allowed entrance with a note from either their parents or homeroom teacher.
