SYLLABUS FOR GIMMEL ENGLISH SPEAKERS
LITERATURE

This year, the class will study in depth the following texts:
"Pygmalion" by George Bernard Shaw To Kill a Mockingbird by Harper Lee "The Crucible" by Arthur Miller
The class will also see the excellent films made of the above works and
there will be discussion on how the written word translates into a
cinematic work. The themes of the works will be discussed along with
literary techniques such as point of view, historicity, irony, humor,
character development, dramatic development etc.
There will be several written assignments for each text studied and a
lengthier project connected with one of the texts.
The students will also be expected to present two book reports during the
years on books that are appropriate to their level.
Short stories and poems will also be studied during the course of the year and the students will present writings of their own in these genres.
LANGUAGE SKILLS
Through extensive writing assignments, students will improve their skills in sentence and paragraph structure, use of higher-level grammar and vocabulary, and their ability to write in different genres as poetry, short story, and expository and persuasive writing.
ASSESSMENTS
Students' progress will be assessed frequently by way of written and oral tasks, quizzes and essay tests. Their grades will largely be based on the results of these tasks, quizzes and tests. The grades on the project and on the book reports will also be weighed heavily along with homework, class participation and classroom conduct.
